(Check baggage through to 
Barcelona.)  Arrive (5:27 p.m.) at Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport and proceed  to connecting 
departure (8:10 p.m.) on Delta Airlines flight DL #114 for Barcelona; non-stop Boeing 767 service with 
meals served en route.
