Saturday 
November 5 

INDIANAPOLIS Departure.  Assemble (10:30 a.m.) at the United Airlines ticket counter, Indianapolis 
International Airport for departure (12:30 a.m.) on United Airlines flight UA #7715 (operated by United 
Express) to Chicago; non-stop Boeing regional jet service. (Check baggage through to Tel Aviv.) Upon 
arrival (12:40 p.m.) at Chicago O’Hare International Airport, Terminal 1, proceed to connecting 
departure (3:40 p.m.) on Lufthansa German Airlines flight LH #431 to Frankfurt; non-stop Boeing 747 
service with meals served en route.

TEL AVIV/IBILLIN Arrival.  Upon arrival (6.40) at Frankfurt International Airport, Terminal 1, 
proceed to connecting departure (10.10) on Lufthansa German Airlines flight LH #686 to Tel Aviv; non-
stop Boeing 747 service with meals served en route.  Upon arrival (14.55) at Tel Aviv Ben Gurion 
International Airport, Terminal 3, meet your tour guide and transfer by private motorcoach to the MAR 
ELIAS COLLEGE.

IBILLIN.  Morning (_) departure by private motorcoach for full-day visit to Mar Elias Educational

IBILLIN.  Morning (__) departure by private motorcoach for Haifa to see the Ba’hai Temple.  Travel to 
Mt. Carmel to enjoy the spectacular view of the valley below, then to Har Megiddo Tel, where the 
remains of King Solomon’s stables and water system are located.  Group lunch.  Dinner with host 
families.

IBILLIN/JERUSALEM.  Morning (__) departure to Bethlehem, birthplace of Jesus.  Continue to 
Jerusalem for additional touring.  Group lunch and dinner.  Check-in at the RENAISSANCE

JERUSALEM.  Morning departure for full-day tour of Jerusalem, including Masada.  Group lunch and 
dinner.

JERUSALEM/INDIANAPOLIS.  Morning transfer (__) to Tel Aviv Ben Gurion International Airport 
for departure (11.15) on Lufthansa German Airlines flight LH #691 for Frankfurt; non-stop Airbus 330 
service with meals served en route. (Check baggage through to Indianapolis.)  Upon arrival (9.05) at 
Frankfurt International Airport, Terminal 1, proceed to connecting departure (10.15) on Lufthansa 
German Airlines flight LH #430 for Chicago, non-stop Boeing 747 service with meals served en route.  
Upon arrival (21:25 p.m.) at Chicago O’Hare International Airport, Terminal 5, clear customs and 
proceed to Terminal 1 for connecting departure (3:45 p.m.) on Lufthansa German Airlines flight LH 
#9090 (operated by United Airlines); non-stop 737 service.  Arrive (5:48 p.m.) at Indianapolis
