March 5 

HOME CITY/ATLANTA Arrival.  Arrive on domestic flight to Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport 
and take the hotel shuttle to the RENNAISSANCE CONCOURSE HOTEL. Group dinner (7:30 p.m.) at 
the Concorde Grill Restaurant. (D) 
 

Sunday 
March 6 

ATLANTA Departure.  Morning (08.00) departure by hotel shuttle to the Atlanta Hartsfield Airport, 
South Terminal, for departure (10:30 a.m.) on South African Airways flight SA #210 for Johannesburg; 
one-stop (one hour in Cape Verde for refueling) Airbus 340 service with meals served en route.  
 

Monday 
March 7 

JOHANNESBURG, SOUTH AFRICA Arrival.  Arrive (10.45) at Johannesburg International Airport 
and transfer by private motorcoach, with assistance, to the SANDTON HILTON HOTEL. Afternoon 
(15.00) painters meeting and demonstration; photographers explore the hotel’s private gardens. Group 
dinner (19.00) at the hotel.  (D)

JOHANNESBURG (PRETORIA).  Morning (09.00) departure by private motorcoach for a guided tour 
of the city, focusing on the vibrant Market Theatre area. Continue on to Pretoria for a guided tour of the 
Voortrekker Monument. Time for lunch, painting and photographing at Krueger House and Church 
Square. View City Hall, the Opera House and the famous Union Buildings.  Art critique session (17.30) 
upon return to the hotel.

JOHANNESBURG (SOWETO).   Morning (09.00) departure by private motorcoach to Soweto for a 
tour of the township neighborhoods. Group lunch (12.30) at Wandie’s Place. Afternoon visit to the 
Apartheid Museum.

JOHANNESBURG/LIVINGSTONE, ZAMBIA.  Morning (06.00) transfer by private motorcoach to 
Johannesburg International Airport for departure (09.45) on South African Airways flight SA #40; non-
stop Airbus 320 service to Victoria Falls with a snack served en route. Arrive (11.30) at Victoria Falls 
Airport and transfer by private motorcoach, with assistance, to the ZAMBEZI SUN HOTEL for check-
in. Afternoon opportunities for painting and photography followed by a critique. Group dinner (19.00) 
at the hotel.   (B,D) 
 

Friday 
March 11 
 

LIVINGSTONE.  Morning (08.30) tour of Victoria Falls from the Zambian side followed by a walking 
tour of Livingstone, the Maramba Market and the Mukuni Village.  Afternoon (15.30) cruise on the 
Zambezi River on the African Queen, including drinks and snacks. Return to the hotel for painting 
demonstration if time permits. Evening at leisure.  (B)

LIVINGSTONE/CHOBE, BOTSWANA.  Morning (10.00) transfer by private motorcoach for the hour 
drive to the CHOBE MARINA LODGE. Late afternoon game drive or river cruise. Art critique and 
dinner at the Lodge.

CHOBE.  Morning game drive.  Opportunities for painting and photography followed by an art 
critique. Late afternoon game drive.  All meals today at the Lodge. (B,L,D) 
 

Monday

CHOBE/WINDHOEK, NAMIBIA. Morning (09.30) transfer by private motorcoach to Victoria Falls 
Airport for departure (12.30) on South African Airways flight SA #41 to Johannesburg; non-stop Airbus 
319 service with a snack served en route. (Check baggage through to Windhoek.) Upon arrival (14.15) at 
Johannesburg International Airport, proceed to connecting departure (16.35) on South African Airways 
flight SA #1735 for Windhoek; non-stop regional jet service with a snack en route. Arrive (18.35) at 
Windhoek International Airport and meet your guide who will be with you until departure from 
Windhoek. Transfer by private motorcoach to the WINDHOEK COUNTRY CLUB for check-in. Evening 
at leisure.  (B) 
 

Tuesday 
March 15 

WINDHOEK/SOSSUSVLEI. Morning (08.00) departure by private motorcoach to the SOSSUSVLEI 
LODGE. Sunset drive in the National Park. Dinner at the lodge.  (B,D) 

Wednesday 
March 16 
 

SOSSUSVLEI. Early (06.30) departure for a visit to the Namib Naukluft National Park with a picnic 
breakfast. Explore the desert and the huge ochre dunes. Lunch time return to the Lodge. Afternoon 
opportunities for painting and photography followed by a critique.

Town D. F. Malan International Airport, transfer by private motorcoach, with assistance, to the 
VICTORIA AND ALFRED WATERFRONT HOTEL.

CAPE TOWN. Morning (08.30) departure by private motorcoach for a guided tour of the Cape

Also visit the beautiful Boulders Beach where you can sit among a colony of penguins and 
Simon’s Town, a naval port and the third oldest European settlement, for painting and photographing.

CAPE TOWN.  Morning (08.00) departure by private motorcoach for a guided tour of the Cape 
Winelands region: Paarl, Franschhoek and Stellenbosch, including a visit to the Afrikaans Language 
Monument and several estate wineries for wine sampling. Return stop at Table Mountain to admire the 
views of the city and the ocean.  Group program (18.30) and farewell dinner (20.00) at the hotel.  (B,D)

CAPE TOWN Departure. Walk through the waterfront area to the Nelson Mandela Gateway for (09.00) 
three-hour cruise to Robben Island. Afternoon (13.30) transfer by private motorcoach to Cape Town  D. 
F. Malan International Airport for departure (15.10) on South African Airways flight SA #346 for 
Johannesburg; non-stop Airbus 340 service with a snack served en route. (Check baggage through to 
your home city.)  Upon arrival (17.10) at Johannesburg International Airport proceed to connecting 
departure (19.40) on South African Airways flight SA #209 for Atlanta; one-stop (one hour in Cape 
Verde for refueling) Airbus 340 service with meals served en route.  (B)

ATLANTA Arrival.  Arrive (8:15 a.m.) at Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport for customs clearance 
and domestic connections to your home city.
